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Using the Oil Filled Radiator

Make sure the Qil Filled Radiator is sited in a safe secure place before switching on.

Do not place anything on or near to the Radiator while it is in use. Combustible materials for
example; curtains, furniture, bedding, cloth or papers must be kept at least 90 cm away from
the heater.

Do not allow anyone to stand or sit too close to the radiated heat. They may be burnt.
Switch off, unplug and allow the heater to cool for a while before moving it.
Switch off and unplug when the heater is not in use.

If it appears that the cable may be cut or damaged in any way, switch off and unplug at the mains
before inspecting it. If the cable attached to the heater is damaged, stop using the equipment
and contact the hire company.

The Qil filled Radiator should be plugged directly into the electricity supply. Avoid using
extension cables. If an extension cable is required, follow the instructions given by the hire
company. If the hire company has not given any special instructions, only a suitably rated
heavy duty extension cable must be used, this should not be longer than that specified by
the manufacturer or as advised by the Hire Company. If an extension cable has been
damaged in any way, do not use it again.

If the equipment does not work properly, do not attempt to repair it. Contact the hire
company.

(“RCD”) must be used to protect against electric shock.

The Oil Filled Radiator must not be used by minors, or by anyone under the influence
of drugs or alcohol.

The Oil Filled Radiator is not intended for use by persons (including children) with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge
unless they have been given suitable information, instruction and training concerning
use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
